* Limited Common Elements are part of the General Common Elements, but they are subjectto an
easement for the exclusive use and enjoymentofthe Ownersof the apartmentto which they are assigned,
as an inseparable appurtenance to said apartment. Although Owners are responsible for the non-structural
portion of Limited Common Elements, the Association is responsible for the structural portions pursuant to the
Declaration at Article VIII, Section 8.1.

** CC&Rs Article VIII, Section 8.1 lists potential General Common Areas, including but not limited to,
residential Building exteriors, all portions of the parking areas, mailboxes, fountains, planters, the private streets
and drives, sidewalks, landscaping, irrigation systems, lighting and light fixtures in the Common Elements, and
recreational areas. Section 1.13 defines Common Elements as “all portions of the Condominium other than the
Units, including, without limitation, Limited Common elements and any recreational amenities, walkway areas,
streets, parking areas and private drives.”

Any common expense associated with the maintenance, repair or replacement of a limited common
element shall be equally assessed against the units to which the limitedcommon element is assigned. A.R.S.
§ 33-1255(C)(1).

Any common expense or portion of a common expense benefiting fewer than all ofthe units shall be
assessed exclusively against the units benefited. A.R.S. § 33-1255(C)(2).

Each Unit Owner shall be liable to the Association, to the extent permitted by Applicable Laws, for any
damage to the Common Elements or the Improvements, or equipment thereon, which results from the
negligence or willful misconduct, by act or omission, of the Unit Owner or that Owner's family members,
tenants, guests, invitees and pets. The cost to the Association of any such repair, maintenance or replacement
required by such act or omission of a Unit Owner shall be assessed against the Unit Owner pursuant to
Subsection 10.4(D) of the Declaration. See Article VIII, Section 8.4 of the Declaration.
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
